Spring into Tawa 2010 –

  Stallholders Safety Plan

1. Stallholders must stay within their allocated space and treat other stall holders with respect.

2. Stallholders must aim to have completed stall set-up prior to 8.45am on the day and vacate by 1pm.
3. Everybody involved in the activity must be respectful of adjacent retailers and other footpath users going about their activities.
· Pedestrian access is not to be impeded and a minimum clear footpath width of 2 metres must be maintained at all times.
· The activities must not compromise the trading opportunities of adjacent retailers.

· Fire and/or business exits are not to be blocked. 

4. Stallholders must comply with food safety guidelines provided to them by the organisers and ensure that their stall is free from dangers or if any dangers are identified they are appropriately managed to ensure community safety.  
5. Any rubbish or litter generated by the activity must be removed by the stallholder by 1pm on the day. 
6. Noise generated by the activity must be kept to a reasonable level. 
7. Any instructions given by the organisers, marshals, Police or Council officers are to be complied with immediately. 
8. The Wellington City Council reserves the right to require the activity to cease if, for any reason, the Council considers the activity to be dangerous, offensive or creating a nuisance.
