INVITATION TO HELP WITH PLANTING AT THE “FOREST OF TAWA”

Wellington City Council recently cleared pine trees
from the lower part of Te Ngahere o Tawa / Forest of
Tawa next to Duval Grove.

On the now bare land the Council will be planting 3,000
native trees on Tuesday 13 August. Friends of Tawa
Bush Reserves will be helping the Council and would
really value the Tawa community to join them.

The entrance is at 58 Kiwi Crescent. Spades will be
available but if you have one, please bring it.

In early 2017, following the strong support from
the Tawa community and the Friends of Tawa Bush
Reserves, Wellington City Council purchased the
32-hectare block of bush, then known as the “Forest
of Tane”. More recently it was renamed Te Ngahere o
Tawa, or Forest of Tawa.
