The grass is so long that claims
have been made it is blocking visibility. It is the NZ Transport Agency’s responsibility to maintain
these areas.

After approaching NZTA recently, we have been advised by their contractors, Fulton Hogan: “These
areas of the network have been programmed to be cut from 1 December through to 8 December.”
So there we have it! The grass should be cut next week.

HANGING BASKETS TO BE ‘REPLACED’ SOON

CHRISTMAS LIGHTS SWITCHED ON

The lights on the Norfolk pine outside the Mervyn Kemp Library were first switched on in December
2006. For a number of years they were regular ‘white’ lights.

In November 2016 this newsletter reported: “We’ve been advised
that the Christmas lights on the Norfolk pine outside the library have
reached the end of their life so they have been replaced. The new
bulbs will have a great Christmas feel as they will change from red to
green and vice versa every 15 seconds.”
