Representation Review

In preparation for next year’s elections, Wellington City Council is seeking your views on its proposed changes to the city’s representation structure.

Background

At least once every six years the Council is required to do a Representation Review. This review looks at how Councillors and Community Board members are elected.

In April and May 2006, the Council asked Wellingtonians how they would like to elect their Councillors and Community Board members, how many should be elected, and whether more Community Boards should be established across the city. The Council then considered the input and adopted a proposal to make changes to the current structure.

Proposal

As part of its initial proposal, the Council is proposing to abolish the Tawa Community Board.

Next Steps

The Council will consider public input before adopting its final representation proposal. That final proposal will then be open to public appeals and objections. 

If appeals and objections are received, they will be forwarded, along with the final proposal, to the Local Government Commission for a binding determination. If no appeals or objections are received, the final proposal will take effect at the 2007 local authority elections without the matter being referred to the Local Government Commission.
